SUBJECT:  Cell Phone Policy (Policy Letter 3)

1.  Cell phone and pager use is prohibited while attending class instruction at the Medical Simulation and Training Center.  This includes answering or making phone calls or text messaging.  All cell phones and pagers must be turned off or have their ringers turned off during class.

2.  Class instruction includes, but is not limited to, lecture, hands on skills training, study hall and testing.  Cell phone use is authorized before and after class, and during scheduled breaks.

3.  If a student is found to be in violation of this policy they will first be asked to turn off their phone.  If a student is found in violation a second time they will be instructed to put their phone away and will not be permitted to bring it back to class for the duration of the course.  Additionally, the student will receive a DA 4856 that will be placed in his or her record.  If a student is found in violation of this policy a third time the student’s chain of command will be notified and the student will be administratively dropped from the course.
