         (3)  Mumps, Measles, and Rubella (MMR) within past 10 years

      d.  Copy of current Combat Life Saver Course certificate (non-medical MOS Soldiers only)
4.  Soldiers are required to complete a criminal background questionnaire on the first day of class. Individuals with certain felony convictions may not be permitted to take the NREMT certification exam IAW NREMT policy.
