MEMORANDUM OF INSTRUCTION 

SUBJECT:  Combat Medic Advanced Skills Training (CMAST)
1. Course Title/ Number:
Combat Medic Advanced Skills Training (CMAST) 300-91W1/2/3/4(91WY2)(T) 91W Transition Course, Phase 2

2. Course Length:  5 days/ 30 hours. The hours are required for awarding a certificate of training based on the completion of the program of instruction (POI). 

3. Training Location:  The Fort Drum Medical Simulation Training Center (FDMSTC) is located in Bldg. P-1000, on Nash Blvd, adjacent to Nash Gym.

Course Scope:  The 40-hour 91W Health Care Specialist specific CMAST course incorporates Tactical Combat Casualty Care (TC-3) subjects that include all skills necessary for the individual to provide emergency trauma care at the point of wounding during military combat operations and at the basic life support level.  Students receive specific training in pre-hospital emergency care, evacuation and treatment of shock affected trauma casualties using the tenets of Tactical Combat Casualty Care during combat operations.

Course Prerequisites: Must have completed the 91B10 course after 1 Oct 1988 and hold MOS 91WY2. Soldiers must have completed an EMT-B course (91W Transition Course, Phase 1) at least 110 hours in length. All soldiers must have a current approved Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) Basic Life Support (BLS) for Health Care Providers certification card and National Registry EMT-B certification card that will not expire prior to the completion of Phase Two.

Course Purpose: The Combat Medic Advanced Skills Training (CMAST) course was developed to provide the 91W soldier medic with an overview of the stark contrast between garrison and combat trauma care.  The foundation of CMAST is the concept and principles of Tactical Combat Casualty Care (TC-3).  CMAST takes the basic knowledge and skills the soldier medic attained in the Emergency Medical Technician - Basic (EMT-B) course and addresses the unique aspects of applying emergency medical care to casualties on the battlefield.  The management of the airway, chest trauma, hemorrhage, and hypovolemic shock of the battlefield casualty are all addressed.  Triage and evacuation, as well as the treatment of detainees under international law, are also discussed.  This course contains a 25-question pre-course self-assessment written examination and culminates in several practical examinations and a 50-question written examination. This one hour written examination is designed to evaluate the student's understanding of the CMAST course materials presented.  The examination consists of validated, multiple-choice questions designed to identify any areas that may require extra emphasis or greater study.  Students must score at least a 70 percent to successfully pass the course.

Enrollment will commence at 0830 hours.  Students will be in processed from 0830-0900..  Personnel scheduled on the class roster who are not present to be processed will be considered “no shows” and reported to G-3.

8.
Students must bring a notepaper and pens/pencils.  Uniform for class is BDU/ACU, except for the last day when field uniform is required.  The class will meet from 0900-1700 with one hour allowed for lunch daily.
