MEMORANDUM OF INSTRUCTION 

SUBJECT:  Memorandum of Instruction (MOI) for Mountain Medic Course at Fort Drum, 

New York  

1.  PURPOSE.  This MOI establishes the responsibilities, and procedures for the Mountain Medic Course (MMC) offered through the Bridgewater-Vaccaro Medical Simulation Training Center (MSTC), Fort Drum, New York.  At the completion of this course, Soldiers will receive the following:  

     a.  Seventy Two (72) hours of Continuing Education Units (CEUs).

     b.  Basic Life Support (BLS) card.

     c.  Emergency Medical Technician Basic (EMT-B) Refresher certificate.

     d.  Annual Combat Medical Skills Validation Test (ACMS-VT) Tracking Sheet (DA FORM 7442-R).  

     e.  Combat Medic Advanced Skills Training (CMAST) certificate.       

     f.  Pre-Hospital Trauma Life Support (PHTLS) certificate. 

2.  APPLICABILITY.  This MOI is applicable to all Active Duty, Reserve Component, and National Guard units requiring the MMC for their medics at Fort Drum, New York.  

3.  GENERAL.  The Mountain Medic Course consists of BLS (renewal), NREMT-B refresher, PHTLS, CMAST, and ACMS-VT. Soldiers will receive 72 continuing education units (CEUs). Soldier Medics attending this course for transition must have a current EMT-B certificate.  Soldiers attending the course for 68W MOS sustainment (NREMT-B recertification) must have an NREMT-B certificate that is current or has expired within the past 24 months. This course offers a quality curriculum that is battle focused and reduces Soldier training time from 132 hours to 80 hours.              

4.  CONCEPT.
     a.  Assessment phase begins upon receipt of this MOI.

          (1)  Commanders must ensure candidates for the Mountain Medic Course are mentally and physically fit. Students assigned to 10th Mountain Division must be current in their APFT, weapons qualification, and 12-mile road march. Students will not be released or excused from class to participate in unit qualifications, Soldier boards, or additional duties.  

          (2)  Commanders must ensure candidates who are 68WY2 MOS transitioning possess a current NREMT-B certificate. Candidates who are sustaining their 68W MOS should have a current NREMT-B certificate or an NREMT-B certificate that is expired less than 24 months.       

          (3)  Students cannot be assigned to duty rosters during, or on the day prior to the first day of, the class.  Potential candidates cannot be pending UCMJ action, MEB, MMRB, or be assigned to the Medical Hold Company. 

          (4)  The assessment phase concludes when supervisors and commanders identify eligible candidates for the Mountain Medic Course.  

b.  Planning phase begins with the initiation of the candidate’s enrollment packet.  

          (1)  Submit a completed registration memorandum, signed by the unit Commander or First Sergeant, to G-3 Schools NCO NLT 15 working days prior to the start of the course.    

          (2)  This phase is completed when registration memorandums are submitted, through 10th Mountain Division G-3 Schools NCO, to Fort Drum’s MSTC. 


c.  Execution phase begins when registration memorandums are reviewed and accepted by the Director, Fort Drum MSTC.  

          (1) Units will contact the MSTC and arrange to pick up text books, a course outline, and student roster.  It is the supervisor’s responsibility to distribute this information to their Soldiers.       

          (2) Priority enrollment will be offered to Soldiers with the 68W MOS and Y2 identifier and Soldiers with NREMT-B certificates that will expire 31 March of the current registration year.  

          (3) Medics with recently expired NREMT-B certificates (greater than 30 days and less than 24 months) are highly encouraged to complete this course because they will meet the requirements for NREMT-B refresher course and CEU hours for re-registration. These Soldiers will still have to take, and pass, the National Registry practical and computer based written exams.    

          (5) Students must provide a copy of their NREMT-B certificate to the Director, Fort Drum MSTC during the first day of class.   

          (6) Student accountability and personnel issues will be directed to the Division Surgeon’s Office Sergeant Major at (315) 772-3225.  Academic questions will be directed to the Course Coordinator. 

          (7) During this phase, students will be tested at the completion of each topic. Students must attain a score of 70% or higher to pass.  

          (8) The execution phase ends when students have completed all didactic and practical laboratory requirements.   

      d. Evaluation phase begins with the administration of a 100 question comprehensive written examination and ACMS-VT Table VIII lane.

          (1) Students who fail the written examination will be provided additional training before they are re-tested.  ACMS-VT Table VIII lane is a pass or fail event IAW TC 8-800.     

          (2) Final examinations and re-tests will be graded by the Primary Instructor.  ACMS-VT Table VIII lanes will be graded by MSTC Cadre.      

          (3) Evaluation phase ends when the Director, Fort Drum MSTC issues training certificates to students who score 70% or greater on their examination.  Students who fail the written re-test or ACMS-VT Table VIII lane will be notified, in writing, by the Director of the Medical Simulation Training Center, or his designee, prior to the completion of the Mountain Medic Course. They will have to receive unit level remediation and retake that portion of the course.
