MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD
SUBJECT:  Line of Duty Request Procedures

1. The purpose of the memorandum is to provide guidance on obtaining Line of Duty (LOD), DA 2173 documentation for Soldiers being re-assigned to the 3-85 IN (WTU).

2. A Line of Duty, DA 2173 is only required for Soldiers who have received a permanent profile and are going through a Medical Evaluation Board (MEB) who were NOT injured in a theater of operation. Soldiers being re-assigned to the 3-85 IN for rehabilitation i.e. temporary profiles do not require a LOD included in their packet.  
3. Soldiers will take their medical records, any additional medical documentation, and a copy of their permanent profile to the Medical Records NCO at the Connor Troop Medical Clinic (CTMC) during duty hours M-F 0700-1530.  Once the LOD is complete, the Medical Records NCO will contact the unit for pick-up.  The Commander then completes Part B of the LOD and adds it to the 3-85 IN packet.
