PROCEDURES FOR UPDATING THE PASSWORD

1. 
At the nisa Screen, type your LOGON-ID <press enter>

2. 
At PASSWORD prompt, type your latest PASSWORD  <press enter>

3. 
Select TS01 (pf11) in order to change your PASSWORD.

4. 
The screen the user will next see is a list of system/browse messages.  Wait until the word  READY comes up on the screen.

5. 
At the READY prompt, type the "PASSWORD"  <press enter>

6. 
The next screen will display:  "the new password will be displayed for 30 seconds", other information, and then instruct to press ENTER when ready for the PASSWORD to be displayed.

7.   The next screen to appear will be the user's new password and will be displayed in 

      the following example format:

PASSWORD = ABCDE

· TYPE “=FRM” ON COMMAND LINE OF ANY MODS SCREEN & PRESS ENTER  

· TAB TO SSN & TYPE SSN  

· TAB TO FRK LINE AND TYPE AN “S” AND PRESS ENTER KEY.

OR

· FROM THE INDIVIDUAL MEDICAL READINESS RECORD, PUT YOUR CURSOR ON THE “YES” OR “NO” NEXT TO “IMM CURR” FIELD AND PRESS THE ENTER KEY 

· WHEN THE IMMUNIZATION RECORD APPEARS, POST IMMUNIZATION DATA AS FOUND IN MEDICAL RECORDS (SF 601, PHS 731, DD 2766) OR AS GIVEN 

· TAB TWICE TO THE NEW SHOT-TYPE CODE AND ENTER THE THREE LETTER TYPE CODE FOR THE FIRST IMMUNIZATION (SEE IMM SPECS TABLE) 

· TYPE AN “A” (FOR ADD) ON THE FIRST UNDERSCORE UNDER THE “U”

· TAB TO THE LOT # FIELD AND TYPE THE LOT NUMBER FOUND ON THE PACKAGING OF THE VACCINE, POSTED TO THE MEDICAL RECORD OR TYPE “UNK” IF THE LOT NUMBER IS UNKNOWN     NOTE:  FOR SMALLPOX YOU WILL HAVE TO ADD THE DOSE OF 3 OR 15.     

· TAB TO THE ZIP/APO FIELD AND TYPE IN THE ZIP CODE WHERE THE IMMUNIZATION WAS GIVEN (OR “UNK” IF ZIP CODE IS UNKNOWN) 

· TAB TO ORDER SSN AND ENTER THE SSN OF THE ATTENDING PHY/PA/NP

· TAB TO THE ADMIN PROVIDER AND TYPE IN THE NAME OF THE PERSON WHO ADMINISTERED THE VACCINE (I.E. SPC SMITH OR UNK)

· THEN PRESS “F5” TO LOAD THE IMMUNIZATION DOSE AND ROUTE AND THE PHY/PA/NP NAME. IF SSN IS UNKNOWN, ENTER ALL ZEROS (000000000), AND THEN MANUALLY TYPE PHY/PA/NP NAME.

· IF PHYSICIAN/PA NAME IS UNKNOWN, ENTER THE SOURCE DOCUMENT FOR THE IMMUNIZATION (I.E. SF601, PHS731, DA 8007, DD 2766) IN NAME FIELD 

· WHEN YOU PRESS THE “F5” BUTTON TO LOAD THE DATA ABOVE, THE CURSOR MOVES TO THE COMMAND LINE. TYPE “U” AT THE COMMAND LINE AND PRESS THE ENTER KEY TO UPDATE THE IMMUNIZATION RECORD.

(  It will take you to the immunization profiles.

(  Type an “S” next to the vaccine tab to the manufacturer and Lot number    


     fill in the information.

          NOTE:  FOR SMALLPOX YOU WILL HAVE TO ADD THE DOSE OF 3 OR 15.    


(  Tab to the SSN and type the ORDER MD/PA/NP SSN or type in nine 0's, then type THE DOCUMENT SOURCE.  Tab to the zip and type the #.  tab to imm administer date.                                                              

     tab to the admin prov and type in the name who administered the vaccine or unk.

(  Press F5 to load the information.  then press the “enter” key.

     .

(  The unit/taskforce roster will appear.

(  Type an “S” under the all column if the individual received all the shots, or

     type an “s” under the shots received on the right side of the name.       

(  Press the home key, at the command line.  type a “U” and press enter to update.  

     The “S” will change to “U” on the line of the individual.

(  If you need to change the lot#, press F3 to go back and change the lot NUMBER
     press the home key at the command line and type “U”.  press enter to UPDATE
     This will take you back to the unit roster.
