SPOUSE DEPLOYMENT MOVING CHECKLIST

(for families leaving Fort Drum the duration of the deployment only)
· Obtain copies of medical records for each member of the family (request weeks in advance)

· Guthrie

· Hospital (Civilian) (if applicable)

· Specialists (if applicable)

· Updated vaccination record

· Hand carry important family documents 

· Certified copy of marriage certificate

· Certified copy of birth certificate

· Copy of deployment orders

· Social Security Card(s) 

· Current Unit Chain of Concern and Social Roster/RDC Information

· Obtain copies of school records for all children (include results of standardized testing)

· Ensure that soldier immediately updates DD Form 93 with his S1 (can be done in theater)

· Notify Family Readiness Group Key Caller or Leader immediately of your move and give new address (include street address if mailing is PO box) and phone number

· Ensure any necessary changes (disenrollment/reenrollment, address change) to TRICARE are filed after move is complete

· Change address with DEERS

· File Absent Notification paper with Housing Office

· Arrange for someone to mow lawn/shovel snow in your absence

· Notify Rear Detachment Commander of the move

· Complete mail forwarding form and return to post office

· Ensure vehicle information is up to date

· Ensure registration is current

· Ensure inspection is current (if possible)

· Obtain DoD sticker (if applicable)

· In the event of marriage out of state prior to deployment, soldier can obtain a Fort Drum sticker and mail to out state spouse

· Update insurance information

· Take forms necessary to update vehicles housed at Fort Drum

· Cancel newspaper

· Disconnect cable

· Disconnect phone service or decrease service (phone number may be reserved for a monthly fee)

· Obtain Renter’s Insurance

· Pet Owners:

· Obtain copies of Veterinary records

· Updated shot records

· Ensure that pet is micro chipped

· If pet is already micro chipped, verify alternate contact information is correct 

· Verify pet licensing laws for the area you are moving to.
· When returning to Fort Drum, remember to obtain copies of any medical records for care received during absence and notify FRG and Rear Detachment of your return
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
