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INFORMATION PAPER

SUBJECT:  Command Oriented Arms, Ammunition, & Explosives (AA&E)  Security Screening & Evaluation Records

1.  PURPOSE:  To provide commanders/directors with requirements for screening and evaluation of personnel involved with the control of Arms, Ammunition, and Explosives (AA&E), to include AA&E keys.
2.  INFORMATION:
     a.  AR 190-11 requires a command-oriented security screening check be made of all personnel (including officers) assigned duties involved in the accounting, controlling, and shipping of AA&E, to include issuing and receiving  of AA&E keys.
     b.  A Command Oriented Arms, Ammunition, and Explosives (AA&E) Security Screening and Evaluation Record (DA Form 7281-R) is required to be on file for personnel assigned duties involved in the accounting, controlling, and shipping  of AA&E, to include AA&E key custodian and alternates.  This form is available on FormFlow and PureEdge.  DA Form 7281R is self-explanatory with the exception of procedures for Section V.  The Directorate of Emergency Services, Police Administrative Section, which has established procedures for maintaining information from local civilian law enforcement agencies, will complete Sections IV and V of the form.
     c.  Personnel who have a background check on file do not need a new one completed unless it has been 3 years since the last check.

     d.  Unit officer personnel granted unaccompanied access to unit arms storage facilities, in writing, by the unit commander are exempt from command-developed background checks.
3.  CONCLUSION:  Commanders will be aware of requirements and procedures to complete security screening and evaluation records prior to assigning personnel to duties controlling AA&E. 
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
