· U.S. Passport or U.S. Passport Card.
· VA Issued Health Card
· Permanent resident card or Alien Registration Receipt Card (INS Form I-551).
· Foreign passport with a temporary I-551 stamp or temporary I-551 printed notation on a machine readable immigrant visa.
· Foreign passport with a current arrival-departure record or foreign passport with INS Form I-94/I-94A bearing the same names as the passport and containing an endorsement of the alien’s nonimmigrant status, if that status authorizes the alien to work for an employer. 
· Employment authorization document that contains a photograph (INS Form I-766).
· US Refugee Travel Document I-327 and I-571 issued by DHS and containing a photograph
· Employee Identification Card issued by a federal, state or local government agency provided it contains a photograph and biometric information such as: Name, DOB, Gender, Height, Eye Color and/or Address. 
· U.S. Coast Guard Merchant Mariner Card
· Transportation Worker ID Card (TWIC) issued by DHS
· Native American tribal document.
· U.S. Government issued, authenticated Federal PIV credentials.
· For personnel 17 and under, a school identification card with a photograph.
· US Military or Draft Record containing name and DOB. 
· Enhanced Driver’s License or ID Card (Michigan, Minnesota, New York, Vermont, Washington)
· Select University, Library, or School Cards Containing a Photo, Name, and Expiration Date
· Non-Government Photo ID with Person’s Name and Address
· Original or certified copy of Birth Certificate with the Person’s Full Name and DOB
· Utility Bill or Other Documentation with the Person’s Name and Address of Principal Residence
· Vehicle Registration with Name and Address
· Vehicle Insurance Policy

· New York State Benefits Card with Person’s Name and DOB
· New York State Pistol Permit
· Original or certified copy of DD Form 214

* Sponsors with visitors in their vehicles are in a “TRUSTED TRAVELER” status, categorized as being “ESCORTED”, and not required to present secondary forms of ID.  
* Visitors without REAL ID Act compliant forms of identification attempting to access the installation without their sponsor must present approved secondary forms of ID in order to obtain their temporary/long term pass.  Those without approved secondary forms of ID will be required to have sponsors report to the gate house for escort at all times while on the installation
