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Brigadier General James L. Terry was born in Chatsworth, Georgia, and received his ROTC commission as an Infantry Second Lieutenant from North Georgia College in June 1978.

Brigadier General Terry's duty assignments include:  Rifle Platoon Leader, Company Executive Officer, and Anti-Tank Platoon Leader while stationed with the 1-15th Infantry, 3rd Infantry Division, in Kitzingen, Federal Republic of Germany, from 1978 to 1981.  From 1981 until 1987, BG Terry served as the Battalion S4 and A Company Commander in 2-327th Infantry, as well as the S3 for 1-327th Infantry, 101st Airborne Division (Air Assault), Fort Campbell, Kentucky.  

BG Terry then served as an Assistant Professor of Military Science and the Assistant Commandant of Cadets, North Georgia College, Dahlonega, Georgia, from 1987 to 1990.  After completion of the Army Command and General Staff College, he served as the Battalion Executive Officer, United Nations Command Security Force Battalion, the Joint Security Area, Panmunjom, Korea, from 1991 to 1992.  From 1992 until 1994, BG Terry served as the Deputy G3 and later the Brigade Executive Officer, 1st Brigade, 101st Airborne Division (Air Assault).  From June 1994 until June 1996, BG Terry commanded 2-22nd Infantry Battalion, 10th Mountain Division (Light Infantry), Fort Drum, New York.  During his command, the battalion deployed in support of Operation Restore Democracy.  From the latter half of 1996 until June 1997, BG Terry attended the National War College, Fort McNair, Virginia.  From June 1997 until April 1998, he served as the Executive Officer to the Inspector General of the Army.  From April 1998 until July 2000, BG Terry commanded the 2d Brigade, 25th Infantry Division (Light Infantry), Schofield Barracks, Hawaii.  After his Brigade Command until July 2002, he served as Chief of Initiatives and Deputy Commander of the Joint Warfighting Center, U.S. Joint Forces Command.  From July 2002 until December 2003, he served as Commander, Operations Group, Joint Readiness Training Center, Fort Polk, Louisiana.  In December 2003, BG Terry deployed to Kuwait as the Operations Officer, Combined Forces Land Component Command/ARCENT.  BG Terry assumed duties as the Assistant Division Commander for Operations, 10th Mountain Division (Light Infantry), in August 2004.

Brigadier General Terry has attended the following military schools:  Basic Airborne School, Army Ranger School, Air Assault School, IOBC, IOAC, CAS3, CGSC, Inspector General Course, and the National War College.
