Family members and friends, greetings from Afghanistan!  Since our deployment Gator Company has been very busy.  Currently the company is split between two different Firebases.  One portion of the company has spent the past 5 weeks providing security for the 1st Provisional Reconstruction Team.  Overall the living conditions there are outstanding.  The soldiers have flushable toilets, showers (sometimes hot), TV, movies, MWR phones, and intermittent internet access.  The soldiers’ mission keeps them busy on a daily basis, but they still find time to play football, volleyball, and lift weights.


The rest of the company and a portion of Cobra has spent the past 5 weeks on another Firebase.  Operations have kept them busy, but the soldiers still find time to enjoy the local attractions, namely the bazaar on Friday’s and the local youth baseball game.  Living conditions are made better by air-conditioned barracks buildings, internet access, MWR phones, showers (almost never hot), movie night in the chow hall, a running track, and a pretty good weight room.
