I assure you that your loved ones are afforded the opportunity to call home.  One new development is that we have Video Teleconferencing (VTC) capability.  If you desire to conduct a VTC with your loved one, please contact CPT Johnson at Rear-D and he will assist you with getting in touch with the proper personnel so you can have a VTC with your loved one.  

The weather is starting to get cold, and we’ve had one small snowfall that only stayed on the ground for a couple of hours.  The locals tell us that receiving large amounts of snow is not uncommon, but it will most likely not match the snowfall in FT Drum.   

Over the past 60 days, the company has had to say goodbye to the following soldiers:  13 soliders.  To all of these soldiers, I’d like to say thank you for your service and a job well done.  Thanks guys!  We also have 20 additions to our ranks.    I’d like to welcome every one of these soldiers and their families to Gator Company!


In previous letters, the company was very spread out over numerous firebases, but for the last two months and for the rest of the deployment, we should stay together.  


Your husbands, sons, and fathers continue to do an outstanding job.  You can be proud of the job they are doing; they make me proud to serve with them every day.
