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DRS Optronics has been nominated to receive its first Blue Ribbon Contractor Award.  During the first option period certain assets of The Boeing Company relating to targeting/surveillance sensor systems were transferred to DRS Optronics by virtue of an Asset Purchase Agreement and Bill of Sale and Conveyance. Fort Drum’s contract with The Boeing Company was transferred to DRS by virtue of an Assignment and Assumption Agreement. DRS Optronics took over performance of providing field service support for the Mast Mounted Sight and associated Test Support System (MSS/TSS) on the OH-58D helicopters stationed at Fort Drum.  This transition was invisible to customers as DRS continued to provide the same exceptional support that had previously been provided by The Boeing Company.  No turnover in key personnel was experienced as a result of the transition, and coverage at Fort Drum was never lost even during times of illness and deployments to overseas locations.  Services provided continued to be professional and above reproach whether they were performed on site at Fort Drum or at the Joint Readiness Training Center in Fort Polk, Louisiana during one of the many rotations to support the training of troops.
