I would like to offer you my personal congratulations on your enrollment into the Primary Leadership Development Course (PLDC) at the NCO Academy, Fort Drum, NY. Your selection to attend the Noncommissioned Officer Education System (NCOES) in indicative of your past performance and future potential in the U.S. Army. The following information will help you prepare for your upcoming school date.

 

The PLDC is a branch-immaterial course conducted at NCOAs worldwide, which provides basic leadership training for soldiers selected to sergeant. PLDC provides an opportunity to acquire the leader values, attributes, skills, and actions (VASA) and knowledge needed to lead a team-size unit, and serves as the foundation for further training and development. Training focuses on:

 

1. Self-discipline.

2. Demonstrating professional ethics and values.

3. Leading, disciplining, and developing soldiers.

4. Soldier performance-oriented counseling.

5. Planning, conducting and evaluating individual and team-level performance-oriented training.

6. Caring for soldiers and their families.

7. Establishing the foundation for further training and leader development.

CONDUCT: Students are expected to conduct themselves in a professional manner at all times. The commandant will dismiss students for disciplinary reasons or lack of motivation (IAW AR 350-1).

 

PRE-REQUISITES

 

1. Students must meet height/weight requirements IAW AR 600-9.

2. Must be eligible for re-enlistment. 

3. Must not have been convicted of a misdemeanor crime of domestic violence (Lautenburg Amendment).

4. If age 40 or over, must have completed a periodical physical exam within the last five years and write the physical date from the SF 88 or DD form 2808 on the pre-execution checklist part II, write YYMMDD.
5. Soldiers with permanent profile will provide the following documentation:

a.     "P2" DA form 3349, allowing an aerobic event for the APFT and successful completion of all course    requirements. Profile only needs the signature of the profiling doctor. The commander does not need to sign the profile, unless he disagrees with the profile.
b. "P3" or "P4" DA form 3349, allowing an aerobic event for the APFT and successful completion of all course requirements. Must have MRB results and the DA 3349 must contain all three profiling signatures (two profiling officers, and actions by approval authority). The commander does not need to sign the profile, unless he disagrees with the profile.

6. Soldiers with a permanent profile UMUSTU fax or mail a copy to the academy for review to ensure that the soldier meets the physical requirements as stated in the Course Management Program.

PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS

 

1. Pass the APFT. (See GWOT exception memo)
2. Negotiate rough terrain under varying climatic conditions.

3. Conduct, demonstrate, and lead drill and ceremonies.

4. Conduct, demonstrate, and lead physical fitness training.

5. Walk a minimum of 3200 meters with Load Carrying Equipment (LCE) in a minimum of 3 Hrs.

6. Lift and carry all required packing list items (OCIE and CTA 50-900) for short distances.

7. Lift and carry 50 pound combat load containing mission essential items.

8. Occasionally lift and carry fuel, water, ammo, MREs, or sandbags.

9. Low crawl, high crawl, and rush for 3-5 seconds.

10. Move over, through, and around obstacles.

11. Carry and fire individually assigned weapon IAW applicable regulatory guidance.

12. Don Mission Oriented Protective Posture (MOPP) gear.

 

COURSE GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS: To achieve course graduation requirements, the student must meet the following criteria:
 

1. Pass written examinations I, II, and III with a 70% or higher
2. Pass the Army Physical Fitness Test IAW FM 21-20 w/C1.
3. Pass physical fitness training (train the trainer evaluation) with a 70% or higher.


4. Pass drill and ceremonies evaluation with a 70% or higher.
5. Pass individual training evaluation with a 70% or higher.
6. Pass land navigation evaluation with a minimum of 3 out of 4 points within 3 hours.

7.     Pass garrision leadership evaluation with a 70% or higher.


8.     Pass field leadership evaluation with a 70% or higher.
INPROCESSING

 

1. Day 1 in processing begins at 0700 Hrs (BLDG T-540). On post soldiers need to report to the Academy area with their sponsor NLT 0630 Hrs (sponsors report to BLDG T-574). Off post soldiers are not required to report with a sponsor.

2. Off post soldiers not from Fort Drum will report in accordance with the instructions in their travel orders (DD form 1610). Report a minimum of one day early to the Staff Duty T-561. The Staff Duty will issue Linen and assign a room.

3. In the event that you cannot attend this course you must cancel your reservation through ATRRS. If a problem occurs the weekend prior to class start date, notify the NCOA Staff Duty at (315) 772-5769 or (315) 778-8187. Documentation for not reporting must be submitted prior to the class beginning. Not reporting will result in being coded a no-show on ATRRS. Uniform for students is full Physical Fitness Uniform or Improved Physical Fitness Uniform, ID card, ID tags. Students need to have in their possession the following:  A completed and signed TASS pre-execution checklist, a copy of their permanent profile (if applicable), and attachment orders for on post soldiers, off post soldiers DD form 1610.                                                 

4. Sponsors will park in the parking lot adjacent to BLDG T-561 and remain in BLDG T-574 until their soldier is enrolled in class, at which time the sponsor will ensure the student is in possession of their packing list items and signs their weapon into the NCOA arms room. Off post soldiers will be issued a weapon at the NCOA and are not required to bring one. 

5. TDY soldiers with POV’s will park their POV in the parking lot adjacent to BLDG T-515 and the POV will not be used or accessed during the PLDC course.

6. Soldiers arriving with body piercing will be denied enrollment. When on any army installation or other places under Army control, soldiers may not attach, affix, or display objects, articles, jewelry, or ornamentation to or through the skin while they are in uniform, in civilian clothes on duty (this includes earrings for male soldiers). The term “skin” is not confined to external skin, but includes the tongue, lips, inside the mouth, and other surfaces of the body not readily visible.
 

SUPPORT

 

1. PLDC is a 4 week, 30 day live-in course, billeting is provided (two man room, common latrine, and separate male/female barracks). Soldiers are under Academy control for training on a 24-hour per day basis. Training commences before scheduled classes and continues beyond scheduled classes each day.

2. Meals are provided by DFAC at no charge to soldier.

3. On post barbers will be available.

4. Soldiers should bring enough funds to cover incidental expenses.

5. Access to ATM at AAFES.

6. Syracuse Airport is located 72 miles from Fort Drum; Watertown Airport is located 12 miles from Fort Drum. NCOA does not provide transportation to and from airport. Taxi cost from Syracuse is approximately $75. Bus transportation is also available. If driving see attached strip map.

7. Make arrangements to have your LES forwarded by your unit. There is no provision to obtain one through NCOA channels.

 

PROHIBITED ITEMS

 

1. Privately owned vehicles (unless TDY and on TDY orders).

2. Pornographic items

3. Locking knives or knives over 3" in length.

4. Any device with global positioning system (GPS).
