
GT Improvement Enrollment Guide 
 

GT Improvement is an ACCELERATED version of BSEP.  Registration is limited to Soldiers with a current GT score of 

105 or higher or current TABE scores of 11.0 or higher in Reading, Vocabulary, and Total Math.  This is an on-duty 

education program designed as a test prep for the GT sections of the Armed Forces Classification Test (AFCT).   

 

Enrollment & Class Information 

 

1.   Schedule and take a Test of Adult Education (TABE).  Schedule test at the Multi-Use Learning Facility, Room 141  

or Call (315) 772-9993.  TABE must be taken prior to registering for the class, regardless of GT score.                           
  

2.   Return Enrollment Memo (see sample below) and a copy of ERB to the Education Center to enroll in class. 

Memorandums will be accepted until course is full or the start of the class, whichever comes first.   

 

NOTICE:  Armed Forces Classification Test (AFCT) will not be scheduled until the soldier has completed Pre-GT 

and is counseled by instructor or counselor.  AFCT testing is voluntary.  Due to a change in data collection rules, 

registrations by a unit representative will no longer be allowed.  SM must register in person.
