THIS BOOT AND TWO PAIR OF INSERTS ARE REQUIRED AND MUST BE BROUGHT TO ALL CLASSES FROM 01 OCT THRU 01 APR) This boot is only required for MWWC classes that fall between 01 OCT thru 01 APR)
