SUBJECT:  LFS Guidance for CDR(s) Memorandum, Commando Course 


SCOPE:  This guidance will outline the policies, procedures, and information required on the CDR(s) Verification Memorandum for Soldiers attending Commando.

APPLICABILITY:  These procedures apply to all Soldiers attending Commando:

1.  The attached memorandum is the ONLY format that will be accepted by LFS.  Any changes to the documents wording, except to insert Soldier / unit information, will result in Soldiers being denied enrollment into the course.

2.  Soldiers WILL have this memorandum in-hand on day 01.

3.  Any “penciled” changes to the memo after it’s signed will result in Soldiers being denied enrollment into the course.  The only individual authorized to make changes to the document will be the verifying authority (CO CDR(s) or higher).  No changes to the memorandum will be accepted once day 01 starts.

4.  APFT date must be included.  APFT must be within 30 days of day 01.

5.  Schools NCOs are HIGHLY encouraged to provide a copy of this memorandum to candidates at a minimum of 5 working days prior to day 01, to allow Soldiers and leaders to verify that all information is correct. 

6.  The date of the foot march is for administrative purposes.  LFS recommends that all perspective candidates complete a 12-mile foot march NLT 30 days prior to attending the course.
