MEMORANDUM FOR Record

SUBJECT:  LFS Guidance for Commanders Memorandum and Zero Day Inspection Procedures for Air Assault Course.

SCOPE:  This guidance will outline the policies, procedures, and information required on the Commanders Verification Memorandum for soldiers attending the Air Assault Course and inspection criteria for zero day packing list inspection.

APPLICABILITY:  These procedures apply to all soldiers attending the Air Assault Course and all soldiers attending as recycles. 

1. The attached memorandum is the ONLY format that will be accepted by the Light Fighter School. Any changes to the documents wording, except to insert individual soldier/unit information, will result in soldiers being denied enrollment into the course.

2. Each individual soldier WILL have this memorandum in-hand on Zero Day.

3. Any “penciled” changes to the memorandum after it has been signed will result in soldiers being denied enrollment into the course. No changes to the memorandum will be accepted once the LFS cadre has started Zero Day. The only hand written item authorized on the memorandum will be the Commander’s signature, the BN Schools NCO’s signature, and the individual soldier’s signature.

4. APFT date MUST be included. APFT must be within 30 days of Zero Day.

5. Schools NCOs will provide a copy of this memorandum to candidates at a minimum of 24 hours prior to Zero Day, to allow soldiers and leaders to verify that all information is correct. Any discrepancies in any of the soldier’s information will result in the soldier being denied enrollment.

6. The inspection of the packing list will take place once the Commanders Memorandum has been verified.

7. The criteria for the packing list inspection are that all items are present and serviceable. All uniforms must have the U S Army, nametape, and unit patch sewn on the blouse. Boots must be clean, serviceable, and at least brush shined. Soldier’s appearance must be IAW AR 670-1 and AR 600-9. Failure to comply will result in the soldier being denied enrollment.

8. Equipment (CTA-50) must be clean and serviceable. First-aid dressings must be sealed and the plastic must be free of cracks and tears. Ultimately it will be the decision of the LFS 1SG as to whether or not the equipment is clean or serviceable. Failure to comply will result in the soldier being denied enrollment.

9. Any candidate being disrespectful with any cadre members at any point of the course will be dismissed and the chain of command will be notified.

10. Sponsors and Schools NCOs will be in either BDU or PT uniform during Zero Day activities. No civilian clothes are authorized in the LFS area or the Confidence Course area on Zero Day. Any military member in civilian clothes will be instructed to leave the LFS area.

11. Parking of vehicles for Zero Day will be in the parking lot marked for students. No parking in the grass or along the streets will be permitted.

12. DIETARY SUPPLEMENTS ARE NOT AUTHORIZED FOR USE BY ANY PERSONNEL ATTENDING LIGHT FIGHTERS SCHOOL COURSES. THESE SUPPLEMENTS ARE SOLD UNDER A VARIETY OF BRAND NAMES, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO RIPPED FUEL, METABOLIFE, XENADRINE, ETC.
