SUBJECT:  Request for corrective Laser eye surgery for __________(Soldier), ________________(SSN)
1.  As the Company (Battalion) Commander of the above named Soldier, I request evaluation and treatment by the Refractive Eye Center at Walter Reed Army Medical Center (WRAMC) in cooperation with Optometry, USA MEDDAC at Ft. Drum in order to correct visual acuity.
2.  I understand the Soldier must be at least 21 years old, deploying soon to support the Global War on Terror, and have at least 18 months retainability after surgery.  Priority of slots goes to Combat Arms MOS’s and those most likely to engage the enemy in combat.  The Division Surgeon SGM holds the OML for this procedure.  The Soldier will be attached to WRAMC Medical Hold for the week spent at Fort Meade and WRAMC for billeting purposes and will remain on meal card or separate rations.
3.   I agree to ensure the Soldier attends all scheduled follow-up examinations up to and including the 90-day post operative exam.  The Soldier is to be reported on the USR as medically non-deployable on a temporary profile for the 90 days after the day of Surgery and will be removed from this status only after evaluation by Optometry.  I further agree to have the Soldier submit a copy of any pre-operative weapons qualification card at the time of initial screening and will have the Soldier re-qualify on his assigned weapon between 30-90 days post op.  This post-op scorecard will be required at the 90 day follow-up appointment.
