SUBJECT: Post Traumatic Stress Disorder (PTSD) Letter
EXAMPLE:  A combat patrol in which SGT Smith was present was hit by an IED in June 2007.  The Soldier witnessed the death of 3 squad members and provided first aid to numerous other casualties.  I noticed the Soldier’s demeanor change gradually over time and he became more jumpy and looked more tired than usual.  
QUESTIONS TO CONSIDER:

Was the soldier exposed to direct/indirect fire?

Was the soldier exposed to deceased enemy or friendly bodies?

Did the soldier witness any downed aircraft?

Did the soldier ever clean up or clear out any bunkers or areas with deceased or severely injured personnel?

Did the soldier directly injure or kill any one?

Did the soldier treat/care for deceased or severely injured?

Was the soldier's behavior significantly different pre/post deployment?

Was the soldier injured during any patrols or witness and injuries during patrol?
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
