MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD
SUBJECT:  Re-assignment to Warrior Transition Unit Procedures

1. The purpose of the memorandum is to provide guidance on procedures to re-assign Soldiers to the 3-85 IN, Warriors Transition Unit (WTU).

2. The WTU has replaced all Medhold Companies Army-wide.  A warrior in transition is defined as any Active Component Soldier who meets the qualifications for Medical Hold, Medical Holdover, or Active Duty Medical Extension IAW DA Personal Protective Guidance and MHOCG.  It also includes Active Component Soldiers who require a Medical Evaluation Board (MEB) or have complex medical needs requiring greater than 6 months of treatment i.e. Soldiers with T-3 or T-4 profiles whose frequency of appointments will significantly preclude them from performing their regular duties for an extended period.
3. Soldiers will be reassigned to 3-85 IN, WTU, by completing an administrative packet initiated by the unit, routed through the Division Surgeon’s Office, to 3-85 IN.  All paperwork required is located on the Mountainet under the Division Surgeon’s Homepage.  Packets will not be accepted if any required documentation is not included or complete.
